Key Responsibilities

Play organ and/or piano at Sunday traditional worship services and other special services.

Accompany the Chancel Choir at weekly evening rehearsals and at additional rehearsals for special
presentations, as requested by the Director of Music with reasonable prior notice.

Participate in the selection of service music with the Director of Music and pastoral staff; hymns will be
selected in consultation with the preaching pastor.

Process requests for the purchase of special music in coordination with the Director of Music.

Meet regularly with the Director of Music to coordinate music for upcoming services and special events.
Attend staff meetings as requested.

Notify the Director of Music when the church organ or pianos need tuning or repair.

Arrange a qualified substitute when ill or on vacation; notify the Director of Music in advance and ensure
the substitute has access to the instrument for practice.

Play for weddings and memorial services with reasonable prior notice. Compensation for weddings is
provided by the requesting party; compensation for funerals may vary based on the family’s
circumstances.
